The notion of being rejected is one
which Luke introduced in his overture
to the Gospel, the Infancy Narrative,
where Simeon predicted that this
would happen to Jesus. Throughout
the narrative, we find that, for one
reason or another, people decide

not to accept the challenge of Jesus’
teachings and this finds its ultimate
expression in his being erucified.

by implication Christians in general,
were perhaps influenced by the idea
that going to church was a sign of
respectability.
